June Member Forum
A summary of our discussion

On the first Tuesday of each month, 
interested members gather to discuss 
Maybelle Center, including what is 
new and happening. It is also a place 
to ask questions, express concerns, 
or suggest new ideas for a group or 
class. 

Here's a summary of what we 
discussed in June:

•	 Upcoming Events

1.	 There is excitement around 
another KARAOKE. Please pop 
in if you have time! (2nd Tues of 
each month, 1–3 PM)

2.	 Rose Garden Field trip June 
22nd (No outdoor CR that day)

3.	 Pride Block Party & Mural 
Launch on June 25th (Brayden 
will be performing!)

•	 We discussed how the relationship 
agreement has been going. Most 
people are feeling fine with it. 
Some are feeling bad about how 
it's inadvertently excluded a long-
time member. 

•	 We discussed the violence 
around the city (specifically the 
stabbing). Members say the police 
responded quickly, and more 
police presence makes them feel 
a little safer. Maybelle remains the 
safest place to be. 

•	 Members had fun at the “Ring 
of Fire” event this month, and 
want to go to more concerts and 
theatre outings like that. (Little 
Shop of Horrors, anyone?)

•	 We had a great conversation 
about vaccinations and 
unvaccinated members. Staff 
asked if we might consider 
opening indoor events to 
unvaccinated members. We did 
not come up with any answers, 
but the majority of members still 
felt more comfortable if indoor 
environments (and specifically the 
Community Room) remained open 
to vaccinated-only. 

However, a few people think we 
should let unvaccinated folks 
in with masks on. We agreed it 
needs further discussion and hope 
we can come to a happy medium 
on this topic. 

•	 Ruthie talked about the Peer 
Support Program that will bring 
specialists to work with our 
Community a few times a week. 
Very excited about that!

•	 Members are still asking when 
and if Maybelle will be providing 
food like PBJ sandwiches, but no 
date was given. We talked about 
possible potluck days and or 
Bingo snack days in the meantime.
